CELL C

Cell C customers will soon be able
to use their cellular network
service anywhere in the world, just
as they would in South Africa

without incurring roaming costs.
The “Wi-Fi Calling” functionality
automatically connects mobile
phones to Wi-Fi hotspots
anywhere in the world. Once
connected customers can then
make calls and send SMSs over the
Wi-Fi network, without having to
connect to data roaming. Only Cell
C customers in possession of a
Wi-Fi Calling-enabled handset that
is connected with a Cell C USIM
card will be able to make use of
the service.

On Saturdays,
BA0058 will depart Cape Town at
20h20 to arrive in London
Heathrow at 07h15 the next day,
and BA0042 will depart Cape
Town at 21h50 to arrive in London
at 08h30 the next day.
